Dress Attire

Ballet & Creative Movement: 

Pink Leotard, pink tights, ballet skirt (optional). Shoes: Pink Ballet Slippers  **For students in 1 hour Ballet classes please get Split Sole Ballet Slippers.
Jazz, Tap, Lyrical, Hip Hop, Modern, & Acro: 

Leotard (color optional), pink, black, or tan tights footed or convertible, jazz/yoga pants (black only) (optional). 

Shoes:  Black Jazz Shoes (Jazz), Black Tap shoes (Tap), Black /Hip Hop Sneaker (Hip Hop).  No shoes for Modern, Lyrical, &  Acro.  **Lyrical shoes May have to be bought for the costume.
** No jewelry, other than post earrings

** All hair shall be tied back

** No bulky or loose clothing

** No jazz/yoga pants for Lyrical – a ballet skirt maybe worn. 

** Modern & Acro must have convertible tights.

** Unitards are worn only for modern and acro

Tuition and Payment Policies

A $25 registration fee (per family) is due at the time of registration.

Option A (Monthly):  One month’s nonrefundable tuition (June ‘12) is to be paid upon registration to hold a spot.  Tuition is due by the 1st of every month.  A fifteen day grace period (15) is permitted for monthly tuition payments.  After the 15th of each month, a $25 late fee will be assessed.  Please be advised: As of February 16, 2009, any student whose tuition is not paid by the 15th of each month may not participate in future classes until tuition is current. 

Option B (Payment in Full):  One month’s nonrefundable tuition (June ‘12) is to be paid upon registration to hold a spot.  The total remaining tuition for the year shall be payable on September 1 of the current dance year.  A 10% discount off the remaining tuition amount will be granted if you choose this option.  If you wish to pay by this method, you must do so no later than September 15 of the current dance year.  If this does not occur, you must choose either Option A 
Refund Policies
Option A (Monthly):  June 2011 tuition paid is NONREFUNDABLE.  If you or your child choose to discontinue classes in the middle of the month, said month’s tuition is also NONREFUNDABLE.  You will not be responsible for any future month’s tuition once you have withdrawn from classes.
Option B (Payment in Full):  June 2012 tuition paid is NONREFUNDABLE.  After September 15, 2010, all tuition is NONREFUNDABLE.

***Tuition refunds may be subject to proration, based on presentation of a legal medical note.***

The fee for returned checks is $35.00.

Insurance

Participation in the classes, shows, demonstrations, and rehearsals, which are part of your enrollment with Dance Impressions, LLC, may subject a student to injury.  Notwithstanding the risk of injury, Dance Impressions, LLC and its employees, instructors, agents, officers, and directors will not be responsible for any injuries, losses, or damages which may be suffered by you or your child as a result of participation in or enrollment at Dance Impressions, LLC.  Further, Dance Impressions, LLC and its employees, instructors, agents, officers, and directors will not be responsible for any liability and responsibility arising from any incident which may cause any damage, injury, or loss to you or your child.

You or your child shall be receiving instructions or lessons given by instructors employed by Dance Impressions, LLC.  Dance Impressions, LLC and its employees, instructors, agents, officers, or director are not responsible and are indemnified for any and all losses, injuries, or damages that my be suffered by you or your child as a result of such instruction or lessons.

Dance Impressions, LLC is not responsible for any damages your child may cause on the premises of the studio. If your child is responsible for such damages, reimbursement will be required on your behalf.  Dance Impressions is not liable for any injuries sustained by you or your child at said studio. 

Dance Impressions, LLC is not responsible for any items lost or stolen while on the premises.
 

Dance Impressions, LLC does not carry medical insurance for its students. All dance students shall be covered by their own family insurance policies.  If injury occurs, it is understood that any family policy covering the student is the only source of reimbursement.


Classes/Class Schedules

Classes will run if a minimum of 4 students register.  If a child is registered for a specific class that does not meet this requirement, Dance Impressions will find a suitable class for that student.  The maximum size of a class may reach 15 students (depending on age).

Class schedules are subject to change.

Attendance

Attendance is taken at each class and recognition is given at recitals for perfect attendance.  Classes may not be “made-up” for this award - you must attend ALL of your regularly scheduled classes to receive this award.  GOOD ATTENDANCE IS IMPERATIVE, as absences and tardiness can hold back an entire class, and the studio cannot jeopardize its responsibility to the rest of the class for one student. 

Class Observations

Class observations are held so that the parent may observe what the child learned or obtained throughout the course of the year.  They also serve as an opportunity to understand dress rehearsal, costume, and recital information.  These dates will be announced during the year.  Either or both parents/guardians may attend.  NO SIBLINGS PLEASE.

Recital and Dress Rehearsal

Dates, times, and place to be announced.  The recital will be held in June.  You must be paid in full for the entire year’s tuition and all costumes in order for your student to be eligible to perform in the recital.  Any student who must go home early must inform us in advance in writing.  Tickets go on sale in May, and are sold on a first-come, first-serve basis.  Everyone who comes to the performance must have a ticket.  You will receive more information on rehearsal schedules and performance dates once they are set.

The ticket prices (tentatively based on location) for this year’s recital are as follows:


Adults (12 and over) -- $20

Children (4-11) -- $10

Children (3 and under) -- Free (must be on a parents’ lap)

Costumes

Each person participating in the dance performance is required to purchase a costume.  The number of costumes needed varies with which classes the student is taking.  Students taking 1 hour combination classes (Ex: Ballet-Tap), may be required to purchase two costumes if the teacher chooses.  Students taking 1.5 hour combination classes (Ex: Ballet-Tap-Jazz), will perform two dances, both of which will require separate costumes.  The teacher reserves the right to choose which two of the three genres will be performed.  Depending on the costume, there may be some minor sewing that parents may have to do (i.e. attaching straps, putting elastic on hats, etc.)  Costumes, as per the costume company’s policies, cannot be cancelled and therefore are NON-REFUNDABLE.  A costume cannot be ordered for a student until a $40.00 NON-REFUNDABLE deposit is received (NO EXCEPTIONS).  Each costume requires a $40.00 deposit.  

Costume deposits are due with the November tuition, with balances due in January.  Costumes cannot be released if there are any outstanding balances.

Video Recording

Video recording is allowed during all dress rehearsals and parent observations but WILL NOT BE ALLOWED AT THE RECITAL.  The recital will be recorded using a professional videographer, and copies will be available at a reasonable price.  No FLASH photography is permitted at any time while students are dancing (i.e. class, rehearsals, recitals, etc.).
